ix) To continue the existing Legal aid clinic in the College

On 6-6-06  a workshop was organised in the college on effective implementation of right to Information act, 2005 in association with CREAT, Sirsi Taluka Grahakar Vedike.

From 8th January 2007 onwards, mock-trials and moot courts were conducted regularly on all working days by the final year students in their class rooms.

On 13-02-07, each of the II Year LL.B. semester students was given specified legal  topics to write articles on it.

In the NSS special camp, students of our College organised legal aid camp in Dodnalli village of Sirsi Taluka.

A legal literacy camp was organised by  our students in the Dodnalli Village of Sirsi Taluk. The Legal literacy was given on Domestic violence prevention act, consumer protection.

In the months commencing from January 2007 to April 2007. Law students were made to participate batch wise in Lok Adalat held every month in the local courts. 

Each of the students of II Year LL.B. semester was given three decided  cases to write comment  on them.

Some problems  of commonmen which were brought  to the legal aid clinic existing in the College, were studied  and given proper advise to them.

II year LL.B. semester students were sent to MES Polytechnic  College  and MES Arts & Science College to provide  para –legal to the students studying  there.

A discourse  was organised on topic, protection of interest of consumer in association with District consumer Forum, Karwar.

A discourse was also organised on ‘Personality Development and Medical negligence and effect on consumer’



A final meeting of PGC was conducted on 27-04-07. It was found that PGC  had performed its work assigned in a satisfactory way.



Further it was resolved to improve PGC in the coming days.
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Events’ Report Career Guidanc Cell ( herein after called CGC )  for the academic year 2006-07

1) A meeting  was convened on 18-07-2006 under the Chairmanship of Shri J.R.Talageri, Principal MES Law College, Sirsi to chalk out plan of action for the implementation of schemes framed at the last meeting of academic year 2005-06.

It was  finalised to conduct meeting of CGC between 1-30p.m. to 2p.m. on any working day in the last week of every month.

It was resolved to continue a provision for providing a separate space in the existing notice board to display career options available to  Law students.

It was determined to conduct counselling for our Law students month-wise by each Lecturer on subject taught by himself and even on current topics of Law by a class lecturer and provide guidance about career benefits available from it.

All students and teachers were asked to wear dress code regularly except on Wednesday  and Saturday. On special occasions, teachers were asked to wear blazer uniformly.

5) Internal assessment and examinations: All teachers were asked to give different topics in their respective subjects and help the students to prepare journals for their internal assessment.
